Core vaccinations should be given to every dog, and non-core vaccinations to those animals that have a lifestyle that puts them at particular risk for certain diseases. 

Core vaccinations
Canine Parvovirus (CPV-2)(MLV*)

-    Initial dose: 6-8 weeks of age then every 3-4 weeks until 12-14 weeks of age

· Booster at 1 year of age

· Every 3 years after that

Canine Distemper Virus (CDV)(MLV*)

-    Initial dose: 6-8 weeks of age then every 3-4 weeks until 12-14 weeks of age

· Booster at 1 year of age

· Every 3 years after that

rCanine Distemper Virus (rCDV)(MLV*)

-    Initial dose: 6-8 weeks of age then every 3-4 weeks until 12-14 weeks of age

· Booster at 1 year of age

· Every 3 years after that

· Suitable alternative to MLV-CDV

Canine Adenovirus-2 (CAV-2)(MLV*)

-    Initial dose: 6-8 weeks of age then every 3-4 weeks until 12-14 weeks of age

· Booster at 1 year of age

· Every 3 years after that

Rabies (killed) – 1 year vaccine
-    Initial dose as young as 3 months of age

· Annually thereafter

Rabies (killed) – 3 year vaccine
-    Initial dose as young as 3 months of age

· Dose at 1 year of age

· Every 3 years after that

Non-core Vaccinations

Distemper-Measles Virus (D-MV)(MLV*)
-    1 dose only between 4 and 12 weeks of age

· Never indicated in dogs older than 12 weeks of age
Parainfluenza Virus (CPIV)(MLV*)

-    Initial dose: 6-8 weeks of age then every 3-4 weeks until 12-14 weeks of age

· Booster at 1 year of age

· Every 3 years after that

Bordetella Bronchiseptica (killed)


-    Initial dose: 6-8 weeks of age then every 3-4 weeks until 12-14 weeks of age

· Booster at 1 year of age
· Annually thereafter
Bordetella (live) +Parainfluenze (MLV*)

-    Intranasal
· As early as 3 weeks of age; second dose 2-4 weeks later
· Annually thereafter
Lyme (killed) or (ospA)
-    Initial dose: 9 or 12 weeks of age; second dose 2-4 weeks later
· Annually for dogs with a high risk of exposure
Leptospira (killed)




-    Initial dose at 12 weeks
· 2nd dose at 14-16 weeks
· Only in areas of risk of exposure
· Risk of reaction in shelties

Not Recommended Vaccinations

Canine Parvovirus (CPV-2)(killed)
-    Interferes with maternal antibodies

Canine Adenovirus-1 (CAV-1)(MLV* and killed)
-    Significant risk of reactions

· CAV-2 effectively cross-protects against CAV-1

Adenovirus-2 (CAV-2)(killed or MLV*-topical)
-    Less effective than CAV-2 

MLV-IM/SUB-Q
Canine Coronavirus (CCV)(killed or MLV*)
-    Disease rarely seen and is usually mild and self-limiting

· Risk of reaction in shelties

Giardia (killed)




-    May prevent cyst shedding but will not prevent infection
*MLV= modified live virus
